
SHOREHAM SAILING CLUB (S.M.Y.C.)
How to find the club.

A27 Dual carriage way from Brighton
and the A23 junction to the east and
to Worthing from the west.

First mini-roundabout as you pass the
Red Lion (good food  & low ceilings) and the
Amsterdam. Keep straight on.

Turn off the A27 and follow the signs for Shoreham Beach and Airport.
Don't follow the signs for Shoreham harbour or you'll end up on the
wrong side of the river!

This is Shoreham High Street where you'll
find most of the nosh houses described elsewhere.
East Street and the chippie are also off this road
which can be reached from Shoreham Beach by
the handy footbridge by the Waterside Pub.

Second roundabout, turn right across
the Norfolk Bridge.

The Norfolk Bridge crosses
the River Adur and the road
passes a recreation ground
to the north with the airport
visible beyond (as is Lancing
College up on the hill).

Roundabout where the A259 from Lancing
and Worthing comes in from the West turn
onto Shoreham Beach here alongside the
petrol station and Burger King. Follow the
beach road as it bears sharply left by a
Small parade of shops. Watch the 30mph
Limit along here as speed traps are fairly
common.

The Waterside Pub
and the side road
leading to the
footbridge into town

Shoreham Sailing Club is
here. Competitors should
leave their boats in the
dinghy park and then use
the large, free, car park outside
the club to the West.

Southwick Hill
Tunnel

From the north head south until you can get on the M/A23 off the M25, and then follow the signs for the A27
and Worthing. From the West head for Worthing and the A27. From the East you head for Brighton, and then
go for the A27. In every case you want to leave the A27 when you see signs for Shoreham AND the airport.
Earlier/ later exits marked Shoreham Harbour are taking you towards the commercial port which is NOT
where you want to go. Once off the A27 you're on the A283 heading south into town, and you follow this map
onto Shoreham Beach and our club. Welcome to Shoreham!
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
